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The astonishing male Blue Finch from the rocky savannas of Brazilian Cerrado (Eduardo Patrial) 
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This tour is always a classic and one of nicest tours in the huge Brazil. Three major biomes (Cerrado, 
Pantanal and Amazon) certainly guarantee lots of good birds and some spectacular mammals, besides the 
fantastic and scenic places, great food and friendly people, all part of this trip. And this year the Pantanal and 
Interior Brazil tour with a massive list of 621 species recorded, plus 27 mammals.  So many good moments 
in field easily bring back memories from the spectacular hills from Minas Gerais and their endemics, rare and 
peculiar fauna; the mighty Pantanal and its abundant life, and the Mother of all Tropical forests, the great 
Amazon. From all wonders on this tour, best remembrances surely go to the pair of the very rare Brazilian 
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Merganser seen in the last minute (even not seen by everyone); Grey, Undulated and Tataupa Tinamous, 
Chestnut-bellied Guan, Red-throated and Blue-throated Piping Guans, Bare-faced and Razor-billed 
Curassows, Jabiru, Agami and Zigzag Herons, Black-collared, White-browed and Tiny Hawks, Mississippi 
Kite, Red-legged Seriema, Sunbittern, Sungrebe, Long-tailed Ground Dove, Pavonine Cuckoo, Tawny-
bellied Screech Owl, Black-banded, Crested and Great Horned Owls, Great Potoo, Spot-tailed and Blackish 
Nightjars, Cinnamon-throated and Tapajos Hermits, the cracking Hyacinth Visorbearer, Horned Sungem, 
Green-tailed Goldenthroat, Stripe-breasted Starthroat, Grey-breasted Sabrewing [calcirupicola], Crimson 
Topaz, Pavonine Quetzal, Green-and-rufous and American Pygmy Kingfishers, Blue-necked, Bronzy, Great 
and Brown Jacamars, Spotted, Collared, Eastern Striolated, Caatinga, White-eared and Brown-banded 
Puffbirds, Black-girdled Barbet, Curl-crested, Lettered, Chestnut-eared and Red-necked Aracaris, 
Checkered, White, White-fronted, Golden-green, Pale-crested, Ringed, Scaly-breasted, Red-necked and 
Robust Woodpeckers, Cryptic Forest Falcon, Hyacinth, Red-and-green, Scarlet, Blue-and-yellow, Red-
shouldered, Red-bellied and Blue-winged Macaws, Golden-capped, Nanday, Santarem and Crimson-bellied 
Parakeets, Red-fan and Yellow-faced Parrots, Chotoy and Cinereous-breasted Spinetails, the localized Cipo 
Canastero and Long-tailed Cinclodes, Bamboo and Chestnut-crowned Foliage-Gleaners, Great Rufous, 
Uniform and Layard’s Woodcreepers, Red-billed and Curve-billed (Tapajos) Scythebills, Glossy, Silvery-
cheeked, Nattere’s Slaty, Planalto Slaty and Rufous-winged Antshrikes, Black-bellied, Rusty-backed, Large-
billed, Black-capped, Pygmy, Amazonian Streaked and White-eyed Antwrens, Mato Grosso, Silvered, Black-
throated, Striated, Yellow-browed, Spix’s Warbling, Rufous-faced, Xingu Scale-backed and Bare-eyed 
Antbirds, Alta Floresta Antpitta, Rufous Gnateater, Rock and Brasilia Tapaculos, Collared Crescentchest, 
Grey-backed Tachuri, Sharp-tailed Grass and Cock-tailed Tyrants, the new Doradito in the Pantanal, Stripe-
necked and White-bellied Tody-Tyrants, White-eyed Attila, Chapada Flycatcher, Helmeted, Pin-tailed, Band-
tailed, Fiery-capped, Flame-crested, Snow-capped, White-crowned and Black Manakins, Pale-bellied Tyrant-
Manakin, Spangled Cotinga, Amazonian Umbrellabird, Amazonian Royal Flycatcher, Curl-crested Jay, 
Green-backed Becard, Ochre-breasted Pipit, Scarlet-headed Blackbird, Coal-crested, Blue, Serra and 
Lesser Grass Finches, Long-tailed Reed Finch, Cinereous Warbling Finch, Cinnamon, White-rumped, 
Shrike-like, Blue-necked, Masked, Opal-rumped and Green-and-gold Tanagers and Red-billed Pied-
Tanager. Some incredible mammals too: Giant Anteater, Spix’s Red-handed Howler, White-
cheeked/whiskered Spider Monkey, Jaguar, Maned Wolf, Giant Otter, Marsh Deer and Pampas Deer. 
 
The journey started on October 2nd at Confins international airport near the capital Belo Horizonte in Minas 
Gerais state. Still by mid-morning we had all participants aboard the vehicle to depart to our first destination, 
the fascinating Serra da Canastra, staying three nights in the little São Roque de Minas. Our arrival at Hotel 
Chapadão da Canastra was around four pm. Hotel’s garden had plenty of White-eyed Parakeet, Purple-
throated Euphonia, Swallow and Burnished-buff Tanagers, Blue Dacnis and a female of the endemic Stripe-
breasted Starthroat. Rest of daylight was spent nearby in typical Cerrado habitat with a narrow gallery forest, 
place where we had fun with Hooded and Rufous-headed Tanagers, Planalto and Southern Beardless 
Tyrannulets, Short-crested Flycatcher, Pale-breasted Thrush, Variegated Flycatcher, females Stripe-
breasted Starthroat and Glittering-bellied Emerald, Yellow-belled Elaenia, stunning male Helmeted Manakin, 
Crested Black Tyrant, White-rumped Monjita, Plain-crested Elaenia, Southern Rough-winged Swallow, 
Rufous-collared Sparrow, Toco Toucan and a Great-horned Owl. 
 
October 3rd. As we normally do, we visited the low part of Canastra NP on our first full day. Along the 
Francisco River until the National Park our efforts were mainly to find Brazilian Merganser, a rarity that 
unfortunately stayed away on this day no matter how many sites we tried. Meanwhile birding occurred 
naturally during the day and it was quite good, nice open country and forest species along the São Francisco 
and also the Atlantic Forest remnant in the National Park made it a good day. Remarks go to Red-legged 
Seriema, White-tailed Hawk, Burrowing Owl, Saffron-billed Sparrow, Variable Antshrike, Wedge-tailed Grass 
Finch, Plumbeous Seedeater, White Woodpecker, Toco Toucan, Muscovy Duck, Swallow and Rufous-
headed Tanagers, Green-winged Saltator, Rufous-tailed Jacamar, the endemics Golden-capped Parakeet 
and Band-tailed Hornero, Maroon-bellied Parakeet, Campo Flicker, Buff-necked Ibis, White-barred Piculet, 
Surucua Trogon, Sibilant Sirystes, Helmeted Manakin, Peach-fronted Parakeet, Blue-winged Parrotlet, Little 
Woodpecker, Rufous-fronted Thornbird, a couple of Robust Woodpecker (for the first time on this tour), the 
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endemic Pin-tailed Manakin (a stunning male), Plain Antvireo, Grey-pileated Finch, Swallow-tailed 
Hummingbird, Planalto Hermit, Southern Antpipit, close White-collared Swifts and a nice Rufous Gnateater. 
October 4th was a full day at the high part of Canastra National Park, a special day of birdwatching and 
wildlife on this tour. Rocky Cerrado on our way uphill in the early morning provided plenty of goodies, 
including Golden-capped Parakeet, Green-barred Woodpecker, White-eared Puffbird, Tawny-headed 
Swallow, the rare endemic Cinereous Warbling Finch, the attractive Rufous-winged Antshrike, Black-
throated Saltator, Lesser and Plain-crested Elaenias, White-throated Kingbird, Swainson’s Flycatcher, a 
gorgeous male Blue Finch, Chopi Blackbird, Cliff Flycatcher and Eared Dove. Suddenly the plateau of 
Canastra surges with endless grasslands, stunning habitats, fresh water streams, waterfalls and a special 
fauna. On this high quality day the grasslands and small bits of Cerrado inside the park were responsible for 
more numerous specialties, to mention Red-winged Tinamou, Spotted Nothura, Red-legged Seriema, 
Firewood Gatherer, Spix’s Spinetail,  endemic Grey-backed Tachuri, Sharp-tailed Grass Tyrant, the amazing 
Cock-tailed Tyrant, Crested Black Tyrant, Highland Elaenia, Collared Crescentchest, Grass Wren, the rare 
Ochre-breasted Pipit, White-rumped Tanager, White-rumped and Grey Monjitas, also King Vulture, White-
collared, Sooty and Sick’s Swifts, Least Nighthawk, loads of Campo Flicker, Yellow-rumped Marshbird, 
Wedge-tailed Grass Finch, Pampa finch, Plumbeous Seedeater, some Giant Anteaters, Pampas Deer and a 
superb sighting of a Maned Wolf in beautiful sunset light. Lunch at the small village of São João Batista also 
offered some birds to look. Restaurant’s front neighbour had a hummingbird feeder with Swallow-tailed 
Hummingbird, Planalto Hermit, a nice male Stripe-breasted Starthroat and Glittering-bellied Emerald. Yellow-
browed Tyrant and Dusky-legged Guan were spotted on the street too. Completing the session on the high 
part we had two stops at small islands of gallery, first at the well-known source of the São Francisco River 
and the second at the high part of Casca D’anta Waterfall. Both forest pockets provided splendid views of 
local endemic Brasilia Tapaculo and few others like White-crested and Sooty Tyrannulets and a fantastic 
Spot-tailed Nightjar at day roost.  We even stayed out until dusk but we had no luck this time with some other 
possible nightjars. 
 
October 5th. On this day we decided to give one last chance in the morning for the rare and most wanted 
Brazilian Merganser. With rains coming earlier to the region this year, the water of São Francisco River at 
the low part was getting already too turbid so we thought our only chance would be at the high part of 
Canastra. We went straight to the top of Casca D’anta Waterfall and spent there the first hours of the day. 
The Merganser unfortunately didn’t show up and while we waited we also enjoyed birds like White-barred 
Piculet, Crested Black Tyrant, Sooty Tyrannulet, Swallow Tanager, White-collared and Sooty Swifts and a 
Black-chested Buzzard-Eagle. Later we drove to the Rolinho waterfall area, spotting some White-rumped 
Monjita, Grey Monjita, White-tailed Hawk and some Cock-tailed Tyrant on the way. Getting close to the site 
we received news on the road from a Brazilian photographer about a couple of Merganser minutes ago at 
the Rolinho stream. We skipped the original plan (small patch of forest to try White-striped Warbler) and took 
our chances to find Brazilian Merganser. It was not an easy task but with radios and the help of the local 
Toninho, we finally located the couple of birds resting perched on branches over a nice pool in the river 
corner, a beautiful and rewarding sight. The only sad part of this very lucky event was the restriction of most 
of the group to get to site where views were possible; a slippery rapid had to be crossed. But birding is 
unpredictable, especially when concerning such rare species. This Merganser chase finished our morning 
and our time in Canastra. We left the park with more sightings of the usual species of birds. The drive to our 
next stay in Minas Gerais, the hills of Cipó (Serra do Cipó), took the whole afternoon and part of evening with 
quite arrival around 20:40 pm. 
 
October 6th. The Serra do Cipó is a fascinating area in the Espinhaço mountain range in Minas Gerais. The 
region holds one of the richest Cerrado habitats in the country. The high rocky fields interspaced with 
grasslands domain the hilly landscape but area is much more complex with gallery forests, dry woodlands 
with more Caatinga influence and even some Atlantic Forest remnants on the eastern hilltops. This was our 
full day at Cipó and we started it covering some gallery forest and rocky Cerrado along the road to Serra 
Morena. The rare Henna-capped Foliage-gleaner was our main target in the gallery forest but unfortunately 
this year we couldn’t find the bird at our usual site and nearby. But we did get some nice birds which include 
Helmeted Manakin, Flavescent and Golden-crowned Warblers, Grey-headed Tanager, Grey-eyed Greenlet, 
Fork-tailed Woodnymph, a female Pin-tailed Manakin, Variable Antshrike, Southern Yellowthroat, Mouse-
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colored Tyrannulet, Blue Dacnis, Grey Pileated Finch and Green-winged Saltator. Later at rocky Cerrado we 
found the nice endemic Cinnamon Tanager, Plain-crested and Yellow-bellied Elaenias, Swallow-tailed 
Hummingbird, the stunning endemic Hyacinth Visorbearer, a female Horned Sungem, Pearly-vented Tody-
Tyrant, Hooded Siskin, Grey-backed Tachuri, Dubois’s and Yellow-bellied Seedeaters, Black-throated 
Saltator, Campo Flicker and Suiriri Flycatcher. By late morning we also covered a high rocky filed, our site 
for the local endemic Cipó Canastero which showed up well, as well as more males Hyacinth Visorbearer. 
On this habitat we finished the morning with close views of a stunning male Blue Finch. In the afternoon we 
decided to visit the scenic area of Lapinha da Serra. Expectations were a bit higher but our time at Lapinha 
was good with much better views of the endemic Cinereous Warbling Finch and also the localized 
[espinhacensis] ssp. of endemic Long-tailed Cinclodes. 
 
October 7th. On this day we had a full morning of birding at Serra do Cipó, our last session in Minas Gerais, 
part one of the tour. The first hours of daylight was well spent at some nice Atlantic Forest patches 
surrounded by marshy grasslands, a very interesting site that we are visiting only for the second time. The 
main goal is the recently described endemic Rock Tapaculo which did not show up at our first attempt. It was 
misty at the first forest fragment and with many species singing. We managed to get views of a Rufous-
capped Spinetail, Plumbeous Pigeon and a shy couple of White-shouldered Fire-eye. The heard species 
include Ochre-faced Tody-Flycatcher, Mottle-cheeked Tyrannulet, Ochre-rumped Antbird, Buff-browed 
Foliage-gleaner and Eastern Slaty Thrush. But Rock Tapaculo was seen nicely in the next forest only few 
hundred meters further. It promptly responded the tape and behaved well coming up in to open branches in 
a bush. We also got some good birds in the surroundings marshes like Long-tailed Reed Finch, Yellow-
rumped Marshbird and for the first time on this tour, Lesser Grass Finch. The rare Marsh Tapaculo was also 
heard by our feet, but as usual, no chances to see it. Later coming down the hills we made two good stops at 
‘campo rupestre’ (rocky field) habitat, where the first provided the endemic Serra Finch and the second, 
Southern Scrub Flycatcher and the adorable Checkered Woodpecker, a couple. To finish this productive 
morning we had a final session at a dry forest at much lower level, a site with more influence of the biome 
Caatinga. Our time there was a good feast with decent views of Black-capped Antwren, Black Jacobin, 
Versicolored Emerald, Swainson’s Flycatcher, Flavescent Warbler, plenty of Burnished-buff Tanager, Pale-
bellied Tyrant-Manakin, the beautiful endemic Silvery-cheeked Antshrike, the amazing Caatinga Puffbird and 
Sooty-fronted Spinetail. Lunch was at hotel in Cipó and right after we drove to the Confins airport to take our 
flight to Cuiabá/Várzea Grande in Mato Grosso state where we arrived around ten pm for the overnight. 
 
Minas Gerais is a fascinating state for birdwatching in Brazil. The impressive Cerrado habitats in two distinct 
mountains – Serra da Canastra and Serra do Cipó – are a must and always very special on this tour. Below 
some of the photos taken in Minas (Eduardo Patrial):

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October 8th. In the early morning we travelled from Varzea Grande to the fantastic Piuval Lodge right at the 
beginning of Transpantaneira Road in the Pantanal of Poconé. There was a brief roadside stop before 
Poconé on our way, a large marsh where besides other birds we found Black-faced Tanager. Getting to the 
Pantanal lowland is always exciting and this time Piuval Lodge gave us that first blast of wildlife with Greater 
Rheas, the amazing Hyacinth Macaw flying across the entrance road, Savanna Hawks, Guira Cuckoos and 
all the water birds like Wood Stork, Jabiru, Great, Cocoi and Snowy Egrets, Rufescent Tiger Heron, Limpkin, 
Southern Screamer, Bare-faced, Buff-necked and Plumbeous Ibises, etc. There we still had time for some 
birding by late morning. It was hot but the session was good with a close nesting couple of Hyacinth Macaw; 
later nice views of Ashy-headed Greenlet, the stunning male Black-bellied Antwren, Black-fronted Nunbird, 
Cinnamon-throated Hermit, the lovely Sunbittern, Bare-faced Curassow, a large group of Black-bellied 
Whistling Duck, Brazilian Teal, White Woodpecker, Greyish Baywing and White-eyed Parakeet. In the 
afternoon the session combined woodlands and open habitats around the Piuval bay, a truly beautiful area. 
We had a very pleasant time with views of Bat Falcon, the gorgeous Pale-crested Woodpecker, Grey-necked 
Wood Rail, Great Antshrike, Mato Grosso Antbird, Rusty-backed and White-lored Spinetails, Pale-legged 
Hornero, Helmeted Manakin, Rufous-tailed Jacamar, Chestnut-vented Conebill, Rufous Casiornis, Rusty-
fronted Tody-Flycatcher, the smart White-eyed Attila, Silver-beaked Tanager, Blue-crowned Trogon, Capped 
Heron, Solitary Cacique, Black-collared Hawk, Greyish Saltator, Black-capped Donacobius, the massive 
Great Rufous Woodcreeper, Chestnut-eared Aracari, Chestnut-bellied Guan, Chaco Chachalaca, Little 
Cuckoo, Orange-backed Troupial, Monk Parakeet, Unicolored Blackbird, Grey-crested Cacholote, 
Turquoise-fronted Amazon, Little Woodpecker, Large-billed Tern, hundreds of Wood Storks and Jabirus, 
Rusty-margined Flycatcher, Yellow-billed and Red-crested Cardinals and mammals like Capybara, South 
American Coati and Black-and-gold Howler Monkey. At night we found several Pauraques and group of 
Azara’s Night Monkey when searching for Black-banded Owl. The owl appeared but only gave us glimpses 
this time. Indeed a fabulous day our first one in the Pantanal! 
 
October 9th. The early morning was spent at Piuval Lodge. Lodge’s garden and woodland nearby provided 
several birds, to mention a couple of Blue-and-yellow Macaw nesting by the swimming pool, Rufescent Tiger 
Heron, Narrow-billed and Great Rufous Woodcreepers, the odd Red-billed Scythebill, Hyacinth Macaw, 
Savanna Hawk, Turquoise-fronted Amazon, Great Horned Owl and a couple of the uncommon White-fronted 
Woodpecker. Later near the bay we found Straight-billed and Buff-throated Woodcreepers, Large-billed and 
Black-bellied Antwrens, Chestnut-eared Aracari, the endemic Planalto Slaty Antshrike, Masked Gnatcatcher, 
Black-crowned Tityra, Stripped Cuckoo, Greater Thornbird, White-headed Marsh-Tyrant, Black-backed 
Water-Tyrant, Common Tody-Flycatcher, Bare-faced Curassow, Buff-breasted Wren and Crimson-crested 
Woodpecker. Before we leave Piuval we still got a group of South American Snipe close to the reception. 
Then we took the Transpantaneira road and headed south for lunch at the Rio Claro Lodge. Feeders and 
common area of Rio Claro at lunch time were very profitable with a large number of Nanday Parakeet, 
Chestnut-bellied Guan, Yellow-billed and Red-crested Cardinals, Toco Toucan and more. In the afternoon 
we kept our way south to the Pantanal Norte or Porto Jofre Hotel at the end of Transpantaneira, crossing all 
the wooden bridges and enjoying the usual amount of birds by the road. A good stop happened by the forest 
at Santa Isabel side road where we got the stunning Golden-collared Macaw, also a nesting Bat Falcon and 
Fawn-breasted Wren. Reaching the ‘campos’ of Jofre we had another productive stop with great views of 
American Pygmy Kingfisher, Orange-headed Tanager (uncommon in the Pantanal), Chotoy Spinetail, Large 
Elaenia, male Rusty-collared Seedeater and plenty of Southern Screamers. We arrived at Pantanal Norte 
Hotel just before dusk.  
 
October 10th was the famous Jaguar day on the tour, basically a full day on the boat covering the banks of 
the Cuiabá and Three Brothers Rivers, an area where Jaguars simply domain. And it didn’t take long for us 
to find the first ones; we were actually the first boat this morning to spot two young males Jaguars walking 
along the river bank, a really amazing and long sighting that made our morning. In terms of different birds we 
saw a good number of Blue-throated Piping Guan, Black Skimmer, Pied Plover, Great Black Hawk and 
Yellow-billed Tern. Lunch was back at the hotel, followed by a break which gave us time to enjoy the garden 
with plenty of Yellow-chevroned Parakeet, Yellow-rumped Cacique, Plumbeous and Buff-necked Ibises and 
Hyacinth Macaws. In the afternoon we drove up the Piquiri River for a while, where we found a family of 
Giant Otters. Later we covered the same area as we did in the morning (Cuiabá and Three Brothers) which 
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yielded us good sightings of two more Jaguars, just amazing. Back to Hotel at dusk we still enjoyed some 
Band-tailed Nighthawk and Lesser and Greater Bulldog Bats. 
 
October 11th. On this day we left Porto Jofre early in the morning, having two main stops still in the Jofre 
area. The first one was in the forest very close to the hotel where we managed to find at least two stunning 
males of Band-tailed Manakin. The second stop was at ‘campos’ of Jofre, the huge marshy area where we 
found the still undescribed Doradito (so far usually identified as Subtropical Doradito, but clearly a different 
species), also Cinereous-breasted Spinetail, a couple Barred Antshrike, Buff-breasted Wren, Peach-fronted 
Parakeet, the stunning Scarlet-headed Blackbird and more of the usual stuff. Driving back the 
Transpantaneira Road our next stop happened before lunch already close to our next stay, the Pantanal 
Mato Grosso Hotel by the bank of Pixaim River. It was already very hot when we got to this semi-open 
habitat, but the stop was good with great views of a pair Rusty-backed Antwren, a nice male Green-backed 
Becard and a White-tailed Goldenthroat. In the afternoon we had an amazing boat trip at Pixaim. Remarks 
certainly go to the views of Green-and-rufous Kingfisher, Sungrebe, a stunning adult Agami Heron, Golden-
green and Cream-colored Woodpeckers, a day roost of Great Potoo, Greenish Elaenia, a couple of Band-
tailed Antbird and some Boat-billed Herons. We tried for the secretive Zigzag Heron but this time it was only 
heard a little distant. 
 
October 12th. Our last birding sessions in the Pantanal happened in the good area of Pantanal Mato Grosso 
Hotel. First we covered the open habitat along the hotel’s airstrip, a site where we found Picui Ground Dove, 
the lovely Long-tailed Ground Dove, White-browed Blackbird, Variable Oriole, Crane Hawk, Scaly-headed 
Parrot and Turquoise-fronted Amazons in flight; also Greater Thornbird, a nice couple of Chestnut-bellied 
Seed Finch and a Lined Seedeater. By mid-morning we visited the good Pixaim gallery forest, taking right 
away our main target, the cute Stripe-necked Tody-Tyrant. But just impossible not to enjoyed all the rest like 
the close views of Green Kingfisher, nesting Yellow-rumped Caciques, Chaco Chachalacas everywhere, a 
nice look at Moustached Wren and another couple of Mato Grosso Antbird. Then by late morning we left the 
hotel and the Pantanal with more birds on the road until our stop for lunch in Poconé. Our next destination is 
the impressive Chapada dos Guimarães, back to the top of Brazil’s central plateau but right at its edge not 
far from Cuiabá, with huge cliffs, fantastic landscape with rocks, different Cerrado physiognomies and tall 
semi-deciduous forests, home of a rich fauna to include several Cerrado specialties, big mammals and 
raptors. On our way we had a quick stop at Coxipó do Ouro just before the Chapada cliffs. I was very hot 
and sadly with road work in the nice Cerrado, but even so we already guaranteed close looks at Chapada 
Flycatcher. We got to the peaceful Pousada Vento Sul in Chapada dos Guimarães around three pm. Rest of 
day was enjoyed at the nice forest of the Jamacá Valley, yielding us good views of a group of Red-
shouldered Macaw, some Amazonian Motmot, Grey-headed Tanager, three males together of Band-tailed 
Manakin, Pectoral Sparrow and the only few Nacunda Nighthawks found on the tour. 
 
Experiencing the Great Pantanal usually turn us speechless, just with the certain of being one of the greatest 
places for wildlife in the world.

October 13th was a productive full day in Chapada dos Guimarães. In the early morning we did the short and 
stunted Cerrado at a quiet corner of the well-known Água Fria road. There we found some stunning males 
Coal-crested Finch and most of specialties from this peculiar habitat, to mention more views of Chapada 
Flycatcher, the threatened Shrike-like Tanager (quite abundant in Chapada), White-rumped Tanager, Red-
legged Seriema again, White-vented Violetear, Plain-crested and Lesser Elaenias, Black-throated Saltator, 
the amazing Collared Crescentchest, a pair of Blue-winged Macaw crossing right over us and surprisingly 
good view of a Small-billed Tinamou crossing the road. A little further we still had a nice group of Curl-
crested Jay and another sighting of the nice Caatigna Puffbird. Rest of morning was spent in semi-deciduous 
forest at two site: first at quick session at Vale da Benção, not far from Água Fria, where we had a pleasant 
session with few nice birds such Amazonian Motmot, Lettered Aracari, Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Long-
billed Starthroat and a cooperative Pavonine Cuckoo. From there we finished our morning at the Jamaca 
Valley with great views of Fiery-capped Manakin, White-backed Fire-eye and a family of Brown Jacamar. 
The migrant Mississippi Kite was spotted over the Pousada after lunch in town. The afternoon was more 
relaxed and this time we decided to visit the Cerrado near the cave Aroe Jari, a site where the uncommon 
Yellow-faced Parrot has its preferences in Chapada. Our time there was fun with good looks at Red-pileated 
Finch, White-eared Puffbird and successfully two perched pairs of Yellow-faced Parrot right after sunset 
which we could approach and scope them for a long time. 
 
October 14th. On this way we had the morning to enjoy Chapada. The first hour was spent at beautiful 
viewpoint next to the one known as the geodesic center. The amazing sight on the top of the cliff was shared 
with a very close Bat Falcon, large groups of White-collared and Great Dusky Swifts, some Golden-crowned 
Warblers, Silver-beaked Tanager, Blue Dacnis and some noisy Red-and-Green Macaws flying along the 
cliffs. From there we had our final main tour session at the Jamaca Valley again. This time we managed to 
see well a Tataupa Tinamou, a Channel-billed Toucan feeding near the forest floor and a pair of Planalto 
Woodcreeper, ssp. [intermedius]. Lunch was Chapada where we noticed some Swallow-tailed Kites.  Then 
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transfer to Cuiabá/Várzea Grande airport and Tainá Hotel for those taking the Alta Floresta extension the 
next day. 
 
With a large list of special birds, Chapada dos Guimarães always come very well after or before the 
Pantanal.

October 15th. On this day the tour extension began with our flight at noon from Cuiabá to Alta Florest in the 
Amazon of northern Mato Grosso state. Our first destination on this one week extension is the fascinating 
Rio Azul Lodge, right across the state border in southern Para. We took a little more than three hours on dirt 
roads to get there, crossing mainly pastures and eventually some forest fragments. We got to the lodge 
around six pm, just with sunset. Roadside birding and few quick stops provided already a nice Amazonian 
array of birds – Greater Yellow-headed Vulture, a Razor-billed Curassow with a cheek, Chestnut-fronted 
Macaw, a group of Speckled Chachalaca, Red-throated Piping Guan, plus White-faced Whistling Duck, 
Brazilian Teal, Pied-billed Grebe and even some Hyacinth Macaw. Evening at the lodge we managed to see 
a Blackish Nightjar and an obliging Tawny-bellied Screech Owl [usta]. 
 
October 16th. Our first full day at Rio Azul Lodge was simply stuffed of birds. This secluded rich corner of the 
Amazon was responsible for over a hundred species recorded on this day, most of them new to our already 
long tour list, including regional endemics and some uncommon species too. In the morning we had a nice 
loop walk starting at the lodge’s clearing, then along the entrance road and finally on the beautiful Jatobá 
Trail back to the Lodge. A session that yielded Black Caracara, a quite close Eastern Striolated Puffbird, 
Spix’s Warbling and White-browed Antbirds, Pygmy Antwren, Swallow, Turquoise, Masked and Green-and-
gold Tanagers, Black-faced Dacnis, Short-billed Honeycreeper, Scaly-breasted Woodpecker, Layard’s 
Woodcreeper, many Swallow-winged Puffbird, Natterer’s Slaty Antshrike, Blue-and-yellow, Blue-winged and 
Red-bellied Macaws, Blue-headed Parrot, Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Paradise and Bronzy Jacamars, the 
amazing Spotted Puffbird, a female Snow-capped Manakin, the lovely Green-tailed Goldenthroat, a female 
Amethyst Woodstar, White-chinned Sapphire, the gorgeous White-bellied Parrot, Orange-winged Amazon, 
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the uncommon Brown-banded Puffbird, Gould’s Toucanet, Brown-winged Schiffornis, White-crowned 
Manakin, the pretty Great and Blue-necked Jacamars, the striking male Flame-crested Manakin, the 
endemic Spix’s Woodcreeper, the odd but stunning Curl-crested Aracari, a large group of the nice White-
cheeked Spider Monkey, and near the river the Brazilian endemic Glossy Antshrike and adorable Amazonian 
Streaked Antwren. Lunch as usual was simply delicious. In the afternoon we had a short boat due to a heavy 
rain approaching the area (showers happening frequently in the afternoon), but we still managed to see a 
Bare-necked Fruitcrow and some White-banded Swallows before the storm. Back to the lodge and after the 
rain we could enjoy the last moments of light at the lodge’s clearing where we found some Blue-necked, 
Turquoise and Opal-rumped Tanagers and White-lored Euphonia. 
 
October 17th. Early breakfast put us busy behind the building trying to see an Amazonian Barred 
Woodcreeper and also the very nice Black-girdled Barbet, having quick looks at the second one. A calm boat 
trip down the Azul River came right after as we were heading to do a new trail in the forest. We noticed birds 
were a little quiet this day but we still kept getting some good stuff during the day, that’s for sure. From the 
boat we White-throated Toucan, White-banded and White-winged Swallows, Olive Oropendola, Orange-
winged Amazon, Sunbittern, Curl-crested Aracari, Black-bellied Cuckoo and plenty of Blue-and-yellow 
Macaw. The endemic and rare Bald Parrot was only heard a little far from the boat this time. Later the new 
trail brought few good ones very welcome to our list, to mention the uncommon Yellow-browed Antbird, the 
cracking Dot-backed Antbird and the secretive Collared Puffbird. Black-throated Antbird was seen in a 
different spot when we were returning to the lodge around eleven am. There was a little time to walk some of 
the trails around the lodge so we did a short walk next to a forest stream obtaining terrific views of the 
recently described endemic Tapajos Hermit, a male Rufous-faced Antbird and a Black-tailed Trogon. The 
afternoon session started amazingly with a very responsive Pavonine Quetzal just beside the lodge’s 
clearing. The bird posed at low perches in the forest for us, simply fantastic views! Later we took different 
direction on a trail behind. Another rain storm was coming so all we got was a small flock with Grey and 
White-eyed Antwrens and Black-faced Antbird. The rare Dotted Tanager was heard just before the storm 
arrives around four pm. The rain lasted until five thirty more or less, giving us the perfect chance to find 
Zigzag Heron along the river at dusk. In few minutes we reached its territory and better than expected the 
bird was already there, exposed and calling from a nice perch over the bank. Our group got long and close 
looks at this shy beauty. 
 
October 18th. Our last morning at the enchanting Rio Azul Lodge started with views of the uncommon 
Uniform Woodcreeper. We did a loop taking the entrance road specially to give more attention to the further 
white-sand stretch with stunted ‘campina’ habitat. We had a very pleasant time with birds like Yellow-
crowned Amazon, Blue-winged, Red-bellied and Blue-and-yellow Macaws again, plenty of Green-tailed 
Goldenthroat and Black-throated Mango, a Blue-tailed Emerald, two females Black Manakin, Southern 
White-fringed Antwren, the shy Pale-bellied Mourner, surprisingly a calm Grey Tinamou crossing the trail, 
also a nice male Xingu Scale-backed Antbird, Saturnine Antshrike and White-bellied Tody-Tyrant. We also 
had time to check a neighbour property with an old selective logging road, a site where we saw pairs of Pied 
Puffbird and Red-necked Woodpecker. After an early lunch we said bye to Rio Azul Lodge and hit the road 
towards our final place, the famous Cristalino Lodge. Few hours on dirt roads brought birds like Grey-lined 
Hawk, White-faced Whistling Duck, Least Grebe, a Sungrebe and several Red-breasted Blackbird. By mid-
afternoon we got to the Teles Pires River bank and took a fast boat up the Cristalino River to the lodge. After 
the check-in procedures, well assisted by the employees, we had a little time before sunset to get some birds 
around the common area of the lodge. The clearing of our rooms provided White-bellied and Blue-headed 
Parrots, Epaulet Oriole and Yellow-tufted and Red-stained Woodpeckers. Then staff clearing offered a 
Blackish Nightjar roosting on a roof and from the floating deck on the river we finished our day with splendid 
views of Red-fan Parrot, one of the most spectacular parrots in the world. 
 
October 19th. On our first day at Cristalino Lodge we started with the Tower 2 and its loop trail for most of our 
morning. Amazonian Royal Flycatcher greeted us with good sightings just before the base of the tower. 
Finally up on the near fifty meter platform we spotted a striking male Spangle Cotinga, a close Opal-rumped 
Tanager, some Chestnut-fronted Macaws flying, Blue-headed Parrot, Flame-crested Tanager, Orange-
bellied Euphonia, Bare-necked Fruitcrow, Curl-crested and Red-necked Aracaris, a close couple of Black-
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girdled Barbet, a brief view of some flying Crimson-bellied Parakeets, Hook-billed and Swallow-tailed Kites 
and the uncommon White-browed Hawk which came quite close to the tower. Also a few good heard ones 
not so far such as Rufous Motmot, Pavonine Quetzal and Cryptic Forest Falcon. By eight am was already 
too hot on the top so we walked the loop in the tall forest. Stunning male Snow-capped Manakin cooperated 
well, followed by sightings of Long-tailed Woodcreeper, Cinereous Antshrike, Amazonian Trogon, Rufous-
rumped Foliage-gleaner and Spix’s Guan. The trail was actually quiet. The endemic and most wanted Bare-
eyed Antbird was heard but none tapes were able to bring it in. Trail finished we went by boat down the river 
for few minutes. Two Black Hawk Eagles were seen. Back to the lodge we still had time in the morning to get 
the Rocky Trail and check the area around Tower 1. We came across with a large mixed flock where we 
noticed several things – Olivaceous Flatbill (not a common one at Cristalino), Cinereous, Saturnine and 
Fasciated Antshrikes, Black-capped Becard, Dusky-capped Greenlet, Long-winged, Sclater’s, Pygmy and 
Grey Antwrens, Amazonian Trogon, Spix’s and Buff-throated Woodcreepers, Tawny-crowned Greenlet, 
Flame-crested Tanager and more. Then near Tower 1 we saw White-fronted Nunbird, an obliging Strong-
billed Woodcreeper (feeding calmly at low level) and amazingly two Crested Owls that we have been told to 
be roosting in the area. In the afternoon we did a relaxing boat trip upriver, spotting birds like Plumbeous 
Kite, a pair of Silvered Antbird, Bare-necked Fruitcrow, Rufescent Tiger Heron, Muscovy Duck, Green Ibis, 
Red-throated Piping Guan, Olive Oropendola and Tiny Hawk. A short stop at ‘igapó’ forest provided decent 
views of Stripped Woodcreeper and another view of Blue-necked Jacamar. Down the river back to the lodge 
we still saw Red-fan Parrot and a nice Long-billed Woodcreeper to finish the day. 
 
October 20th. On this day our efforts in the early morning were to find some good bamboo specialties, and for 
that we did the Cocoa Trail across the Cristalino River. A nice Sungrebe, a Grey-headed Kite and some 
other common species were spotted on the river until we reach the trail. Trail was good and brought us 
decent views of most wanted species as the uncommon Bamboo Foliage-gleaner, also Rufous-crowned 
Foliage-gleaner, Striated Antbird, Dusky-tailed Flatbill, Dot-winged Antwren [emiliae] and the spectacular 
Curve-billed Scythebill (or Tapajos Scythebill ssp. cardosoi). Other birds seen on the trail include Lettered 
Aracari and Plain-winged Antshrike. By ten am we finished the trail trying a non-cooperative pair of Cryptic 
Forest Falcon. Still with some time in the morning we decided to give another try on this bird up river at Dr. 
Haffer’s Trail. Even being brief the plan worked, the shy Cryptic Forest Falcon came in to play-back and 
offered a quick view landing near above us. In the afternoon we combined a boat trip to the Teles Pires River 
with visits to river islands. Down the Cristalino River we spotted Hook-billed Kite, Great Black Hawk, plenty of 
Swallow-winged Puffbirds, White-banded Swallow and more of the usual riverine species. On the Teles Pires 
we first stopped on a small sand bank with a lot of rocks and some bushes, a site that provided several 
Ladder-tailed Nightjars, Black Caracara and the agitated Amazonian Inezia. Then right next we had a walk at 
the large Ariosto Island, covering the main clearing and also part of a trail in denser forest. There we saw 
some Drab Water Tyrants, Spotted Tody-Flycatcher, the beautiful Chestnut-backed Antshrike, Long-billed 
Starthroat and a lek of the impressive Amazonian Umbrellabird. A quite heavy rain came after that and got 
us on the boat when returning to the lodge.  
 
October 21st was our last full day at Cristalino Lodge. We stayed next to the lodge in the morning, visiting the 
Tower 1 and surrounding trails (‘saleiro’ and tower loops). The day started amazingly with incredible views of 
Alta Floresta Antpitta just behind the tower. Tower 1 also provided some nice birds like Red-necked Aracari, 
Ringed Woodpecker, Dusky-chested Flycatcher, Spangled Cotinga, Red-and-green and Scarlet Macaws, 
Blue-headed Parrot, Black-girdled Barbet, the uncommon Tooth-billed Wren, Red-throated Piping Guan and 
another White-browed Hawk. Later at nearby trail we found Razor-billed Curassow, Snow-capped Manakin, 
a nice male Spot-backed Antbird, a male Rothschild’s Grosbeak, Spot-winged Antshrike and Santarem 
Parakeet. We had a relaxed afternoon with a boat trip upriver to the Brazil Nut Trail. Forest was very quiet 
but we certainly enjoyed seeing the massive Brazil nut tree of about eight hundred years. Walking back we 
were lucky to find the endemic Bare-eyed Antbird calling right by the trail. This time play-back put this striking 
bird in good sights for everyone. The shy White-chinned Woodcreeper was around and offered a brief view 
too to some of us. Then we had to take the boat and leave straight away, another rain storm was about to 
come with the end of the day. 
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October 22nd. On the last day of the tour we had a final birding session for a couple hours in Cristalino 
Lodge. We walked part of flat stretch of Serra 2 Trail, usually an area with great potential for general birding. 
This time it wasn’t bad as we managed good views of Plain-brown Woodcreeper, the uncommon White-
crested Spadebill, a couple Bare-eyed Antbird again and a brief look at Cinereous Mourner. The endemic 
primate Snethlage’s Marmoset was seen well there too. We left Cristalino Lodge around ten am. Western 
Osprey was spotted perched on the river bank and for a moment confused us with some bigger raptor. 
Finally from the Teles Pires riverbank we said goodbye to this fantastic place and with the certain of finishing 
a remarkable tour in the huge Brazil. End of tour came with lunch in Alta Floresta before we get the 
connecting flight back to Cuiabá. 
 
The Alta Floresta extension is undoubtedly one of the nicest blasts of Amazonian birds in the country. Cosy 
and charming lodges in this very rich Amazonian corner put a special end to this tour, with good quality and 
endemic species too.
